The owner of a Cedar Creek Condo shall request approval for any tenant that needs a service or assistance
dog, in accordance with Americans with Disability Act or Montana Fair Housing policies. The owner is
responsible for interface with the tenant and, if required, with Montana Fair Housing. After the unit owner
collects all required information, the owner shall submit the request to the Board for review. The unit
owner that has been given an exception to the pet policy so that a tenant can house a dog must submit the
following information to the CCUOA Board of Directors and to the CCUOA property manager before the
pet is brought onto the premises. All Rules and Regulations that apply to unit owners with dogs apply
equally to the tenant granted a reasonable accommodation/ pet policy exception. The unit owner is
responsible for rule violations. The dog must be kept on a lease and the tenant must have full control of
the dog when outside the unit, droppings must be immediately picked up and property disposed of, and
the dog shall not disturb other residents while inside or outside the unit.
